When a new school year began in August，students in four classes were greeted by a new teacher. The human resources department had worked on through the summer to attract new teachers. Staff members made out-of-state recruiting (招收) trips. The district changed its website and asked local people to tap their families and friends for job candidates. “We were leaving no stone unturned，” said Dave Ostash，assistant of human resources. Still，when the bell rang on the first day of class，they went short of four teachers.

After years of hiring freezes，schools in the U．S. are in urgent need of more qualified teachers. In California，which educates more children than any other state，the number of teaching certificates issued (签发) has dropped by half in the past decade. The state's school districts estimate (估计) they will need 21，000 new teachers annually over the next five years.

School administrators and academic researchers point to a variety of reasons for the shortages. During the past years，many districts cut down jobs and are unwilling to recruit new graduates. Debate over testing and renewing lowest performing schools has circled back to teachers. People go to well-paid jobs，jobs that are more respected. Elena Avila，24，a first-time kindergarten teacher at Union Avenue Elementary School in Los Angeles，said she had wanted to be a teacher since an early age，but began to doubt the decision as she got older. She got a degree in classical studies and volunteered before making up her mind.

To fill their vacancies (空缺)，districts are trying everything to attract new teachers. The Fresno Unified School District in California's San Joaquin Valley has begun advertising openings at movie theaters. At Sierra Sands Unified，half of the new employees are not fully certified (证明合格的)；they're working towards alternative certifications while they teach. It wasn't until three weeks into the school year that all the vacancies were filled. For the four newest teachers，there was no time to prepare，only dive in. “They're going and hitting the ground running，” Ostash said.

School leavers are entering the workplace lacking basic skills such as punctuality, manners and the ability to hold conversations, according to employers.

A survey of business leaders found that many believed teenagers struggled to adapt to the most basic entry level jobs because of an inability to perform simple tasks.

According to the study by Barclays(one of the main banks in Britain), more than half of the companies (fifty-five percent) claimed school leavers struggled to manage conversations properly when asked to call customers or suppliers.

More than four-in-ten of those quizzed - forty -three percent - said young people failed to properly understand how long to take for breaks or how often to take them.

The same proportion also warned that teenagers struggled to appreciate when it was inappropriate to use their mobile phone in the workplace.

In total, one -in - five businesses said young people were “not ready” for entry level jobs-low-ranking roles that do not require any previous experience.

The conclusions in a study by Barclays follow a report from the All-Party Parliamentary Group on Social Mobility this month that said schools needed to place a greater emphasis on the “soft skills” that children require in the work place such as toughness, empathy and self-control.

The report recommended giving all pupils a school leaving certificate - in addition to straight exam grades - to mark out their achievements in extra-curricular activities and work experience placements where children are most likely to hone their non-academic skills.

As part of the Barclays study, researchers interviewed 500 personnel chiefs from small and medium-sized businesses about skill levels displayed by school leavers.

Some eleven percent said young people struggled to dress properly or present themselves in the workplace while nine percent said they had problems writing an email.

Kirstie Mackey, head of Barclays LifeSkills, a programme established to help prepare secondary school children for the workplace, said: “What’s missed in careers education has become ever more noticeable.

“Not only are young people struggling to gain the confidence to carry out tasks, but businesses don’t believe they have the skills for entry level roles. This problem needs to be addressed.

Researchers have found bees can do basic mathematics, in a discovery that deepens our understanding of the relationship between brain size and brain power. Recently, A study conducted by researchers from RMIT University in Melbourne, Australia showed that bees could perform arithmetic operations like addition and subtraction (减法).

Solving math problems requires a complex level of involving the mental management of numbers, long-term rules and short-term working memory. The finding that even the tiny brain of a honeybee can grasp basic mathematical operations has a possible effect on the future development of Artificial Intelligence, particularly in improving rapid learning.

RMIT’s Professor Adrian Dyer said numerical (数字的) operations like addition and subtraction are complex because they require two levels of processing. “You need to be able to hold the rules around adding and subtracting in your long-term memory, while mentally using skillfully a set of given numbers in your short-term memory,” Dyer said. “On top of this, our bees also used their short-term memories to solve arithmetic problems, as they learned to recognize plus or minus as abstract concepts.”

The findings suggest that advanced numerical cognition (认知) may be found much more widely in nature among non-human animals than previously suspected.

“If math doesn’t require a massive brain, there might also be new ways for us to include interactions of both long-term rules and working memory in designs to improve rapid AI learning of new problems,” said Dyer.

Many species can understand the difference between quantities and use this to search for food, make decisions and solve problems. But numerical cognition, such as exact number and arithmetic operations, requires a more complex level of processing.

Previous studies have shown some primates (灵长目动物), birds, babies and even spiders can add and/or subtract. The new research, published in Science Advances, adds bees to that list.
